The conceptual background

The logo is created as three books - symbolizing
education, training, apprenticeships. The books are
intertwined together as three co-operating nations -
represented by flags and as an exchange of
information throughout the project.




The Logo Design

The logo is an important and valued graphic element and must
be used consistently and appropriately, even minor variations
will undermine and compromise the image of the branding.

The Logo Usage

Always use master artwork when reproducing any logo design. It
should never be recreated under any circumstances. Always
ensure you are using the correct artwork for the application.

When reproducing any logo elements, only the original high
resolution or vector graphic files shall be used - logos should not
be taken from this document.

Buffer zone

Make sure that text or other design
elements do not encroach upon the
logo.

The buffer zone around the logo
prevents visual competition with
other design elements in immediate
proximity. Its dimensions are
determined as a unit as high as one
third of the logo.

Minimal reproduction size

In the primary logo format a
minimum size must be adhered to
so that legibilty is retained.

In exceptional circumstances where
space is below the recommended
size, adjustments may have to be
made to balance the shape, visibility
and readability.

File formats

Color (PMS, CMYK, RGB) and Black&White .ai

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Colour Scheme

Accurate reproduction of the colour scheme is essential in
communicating a clear and consistent message about the
project image.

The Pantone colours should be used wherever possible, with
CMYK / RGB being matched as closely as possible depending on
the materials and print process.
